2021 At-A-Glance

1in 3 Texans will experience domestic violence during their lifetime—one of the highest
rates in the country. The Family Place is the largest provider of family violence services in
the state working to help victims become strong survivors with bright futures. In 2021, we
served 9,466 clients providing 65,630 days of emergency shelter, 21,036 days of
transitional housing, 22,851 hours of counseling to clients, and 10,465
hours of court-ordered group sessions for batterers.
